Provisional Fixture List 2012
Once again a busy IC year awaits and I have pleasure in enclosing the provisional IC Fixture List for 2011, which includes a host of excellent matches and events in many different countries.  The list is always available on the IC of GB website which is now accessed via the IC Council’s website which is www.ictennis.net.  Once in the Council’s website you need to click on the IC of GB flag which is located to the right of the main website page alongside all the other IC member countries.  This will direct you to our website.
For the world traveller we have been invited both by the IC’s of Uruguay and Argentina to participate in their respective 30th Anniversary celebration events, which are being held in March.  Roy Henderson is managing these two events and I would recommend an early approach.  The age groups in Uruguay are 40+ and in Argentina 60+.  If South America is too far away there are matches in Dublin, Paris, Barcelona and Prague this year.
Our pre-Wimbledon guests this year are the IC’s of Austria and Switzerland.  With our usual UK matches we have a total of 27 matches on the 2012 fixtures list.  There are, therefore, opportunities for a great many of our members to participate.  I should stress that the list is provisional at this stage with some details still to be finalised, but this does not prevent you from expressing an interest in any particular match or event with the respective match manager.  The final fixture list will be sent to you in March or early April.

Wimbledon Ticket Ballot 2012

Your committee has again decided to organise a ticket ballot for The Championships 2012.

The ballot will be for No 1 Court tickets only from Monday 25th June to Friday 6th July inclusive (the first 11 days) and will be open to all IC of GB members, excluding anyone who is a member of the All England LTC or who is a LTA Council Member.

If you enter the ballot you could be allocated a maximum of one pair of tickets on any of the first 11 days on No 1 Court. Please note there will be no choice of day. The price of the tickets will be at face value (see AELTC’s website).

The tickets must be for your personal use only and you must agree to the ‘Conditions of Sale’.
EXTRACT FROM CONDITIONS OF SALE

1.
Tickets shall not be resold or transferred (save as mentioned in 2 below) and shall not be purchased or obtained from or through any person, commercial agent, company or otherwise than directly by the applicant from the Club or its authorised agent.  Any tickets advertised for sale will be void.

2.
If more than one ticket is issued to an applicant those tickets may be used only by the applicant and the person intending to accompany that applicant to and at The Championships.  The provision of such ticket by an applicant to such person without payment shall not contravene 1 above.

3.
Tickets are issued subject to Conditions of Entry established by the Club from time to time and the Club shall be entitled to refuse admission to any ticket holder in reasonable circumstances and shall give written reasons if requested.  A copy of the full Conditions of Entry currently in force is available on the Official Web Site of The Championships and is also available on application.

4.
Any ticket obtained in breach of these Conditions shall be void and all rights conferred or evidenced by such ticket shall be nullified.  Any person seeking to use a ticket obtained in breach of these Conditions in order to gain or provide entry to or remain at The Championships will be a trespasser and will be ejected and liable to legal action.

5.
Tickets remain the property of the Club at all times.

Match Reports

· This year the annual IC Tennis/Golf Challenge was played in Brittany.  Unfortunately the event clashed with a number of other non IC events taking place around the same time and the IC of GB failed to send a team. 
· Our trip to Slovenia in late September proved to be a huge success.   The match was instigated by Andrew Page, the British Ambassador in Ljubljana, the capital of Slovenia and co-ordinated through Barry Weatherill and Marko Umberger, the current President of the Slovenian Tennis Federation. Two matches were played at 2 different venues.  The IC of GB won the first 8 – 1 and the second 7 – 2.
· In October we hosted the IC of France at Wimbledon. Mark Beim continued his excellent captaincy with another win by 18 matches to 14.  We secured the win just before the final round of matches on Sunday (so it was a very close run thing!). 
· The Autumn Meeting adopted a round robin format. This year’s winners were Richard Wire and Stephanie Cornish who beat Gary Thompson and Laura Peterzan in the final.
· Our match against the LTA juniors for the John Dunnigham Trophy was held for the third time in November at the National Tennis Centre.  This year 4 ladies and 4 men played.  The ladies won 4-2 and the men lost 4-2.  With the match tied it was decided that a mixed doubles Champions Tie-break would decide the match.  Our winners from the Autumn Meeting, Richard Wire and Stephanie Cornish, represented the IC of GB but unfortunately lost the deciding tie break.
· The IC of India’s 60th anniversary was celebrated in great style in New Delhi in November 2011 with 35+ and 55+ age groups playing. There were four teams from different parts of India and 6 other ICs; USA, South Africa, Germany, Switzerland, Mexico and GB.  The event was played on the excellent grass courts of the Gymkhana Sports Club where the players were accommodated. 
Mexico and GB won their round robins with both teams having a close match against India North and Germany respectively. In a very tight and exciting final watched by a large crowd GB managed to just get past Mexico to win the trophy by three rubbers to one. 
· The annual match against Edgbaston Priory Lawn Tennis Club was won by the IC of GB 4 matches to 0.
In previous newsletters I have included information on events that may be of interest to our membership.   Tennis First, the charity dedicated to helping young players reach their potential, is hosting a  'Robin Bibi Rock Experience' night at the All England Club, Wimbledon on Saturday March 10th, 2012.   This is a night of music (rock and pop songs), dancing and a delicious dinner, with all proceeds going towards Tennis First.
